Project Description “Young Rescuer”

Young rescuer training camp was created in 2002 by the rescue team “Aktru”. The camp is located 30 km. away from village Kurai in the mountains of Altai Republic, Russia.  The camp admits and educates hi-risk children from the rural Altaian villages. There is a huge need for this type of education in this region because the population lives in deep poverty and the children of the parents that drink and often jobless do not have access to education higher than rural one-room public schools and cannot develop and completely fulfill their talents. This project helps those kids to open new horizons and discover that there is something for them too in this life.

During the last three years this camp trained over 150 children with great success. Children learn a lot of vital life skills: they learn how to survive in extreme environment and provide rescue and first aid to others, who got into avalanche or got frost bite as well as many other extreme situations. Having access to free training in the camp will also help the hi-risk children become low risk and be able to continue their education as well as chance of finding a good job and contribute to the society instead of receiving social aid like most of their parents. 

Due to the mountainous area of the entire Altai Republic the specialists with these valuable skills are much needed, but there is no any other place where they can be locally trained as well as there is difficulty attracting trained specialists to live in those remote areas and be available for quick rescue work.   
In order to continue the good work that had been started by “Aktru” there is a need to update and purchase new necessary equipment, items such as: stationary and portable tenets, ropes, backpacks, equipment that generates electricity and means of communication.

Gorno-Altaisk Rotary Club will take care of the following:

1. Take part of the financing of the project in the amount of: $17700
2. Implement the project and make all necessary reports.

3. Take care of the media coverage of this project promoting Rotary 

4. Make possible for any Rotarians from District 5010 and other districts to access of this unique camp and “Pick Rotary” that has been conquered and named by Rotarians from many clubs for the centennial celebration.

Here are the items needed with prices in Russian rubles (today’s (June,8,2006) exchange rate is 26,88 rubles per dollar):

1. Stationary tents, sleeps 6 people (10 items) 8000-10000 rub. each = 100 000 rub.

2. Portable tents, sleeps 2-3 people (20 items) 6000 each = 120 000 rub.

3. Back packs 60-80 liters volume  (60 items) 1500 each = 90 000 rub.

4. Support (insuring) systems (60 pairs) 1200 each = 72 000 rub.

5. Mountain boots (60 pairs) 4500 each = 270 000 rub.

6. Climbing irons (to put over the shoes to go over the ice) (30 pairs) 3500 each = 105 000 rub.

7. Cable clamps (30 pairs) 800 each = 24 000 rub.

8. Ice hammers (30 items) 1500 each = 45 000 rub.

9. Rope 10 mm (300 meters) 25 rub. per meter = 7 500 rub.

10. Rope 6 mm (200 meters) 10 rub. per meter = 2 000 rub.

11. Gas burners (10 items) 1500 each =  15 000 rub.

12. Electricity generating micro station (1 item) 30,000 rub 

13. Mini-Radio stations FM (radio phone) (6 items) 8000 each = 48 000 rub.

14. Climbing downhill systems (30 items) 500 each = 15 000 rub.

15. Helmets (20 items) 1500 each = 30 000 rub.

16. Sleeping mats 60 (items) 200 each = 12 000 rub.

17.  Hooks for ice (30 items) 400 each = 12 000 rub.

18. Hooks for rock (30 items) 100 each = 3 000 rub.

19. Instructors = 32 400 rub.

20. Transportation = 28 000 rub.

21. Construction of the base camp in the mountain = 14 000 rub.

22. Medical ensurance (200 детей по 675 rub.) = 135 000 rub.

23. Food supply (200 детей по 100 rub. Per day for 15 days) = 300 000 rub.
